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Suffix for therapeutic specialism

	Purpose

To confirm the suffix for optometry therapeutic qualifications to appear in the Opticians Register



	Summary

At its meeting in June 2005 the Council agreed to delegate to the September 2005 Education Committee authority to consider a proposal for entry to the two therapeutics specialist lists, and if appropriate, grant approval to offer the examination to prospective candidates prior to November 2005.

At its meeting in September 2005 the Education resolved (Minute ED6479) that (under delegated powers given by June 2005 Council meeting) it should grant to the College approval to offer the assessments to prospective candidates prior to the November 2005 meeting of the Council. 

Education Committee visits have been conducted to the assessments since September 2005.  The assessments continue to hold the confidence of the Committee Visitors and further reports will be made to the Council when the Committee audit of the assessment development is completed.

The first optometrists have now satisfactorily completed the assessment for optometry additional supply competencies and the assessment for optometry supplementary prescribing competencies.



	Recommendation

In relation to the two optometry therapeutic specialisms, that Council approve the following suffix for inclusion in the Opticians Register:

DipTp(AS) - for Additional Supply

DipTp(SP) - for Supplementary Prescribing
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
